1. Teacher checks the answers and provides feedback. 
2. Teacher distributes Task 3. 
3. In small groups, students read sentences extracted from 

the passage and guess meanings in context of the bold 
words. 

4. Teacher discusses and explains the clues and strategies 
that can be used to guess the meaning.
